For the third consecutive year, Lopota Lake Resort & Spa and the Georgian ceramics 
studio "White Studio" are jointly hosting the renowned international symposium of 
ceramic sculptures known as "Bird of Paradise". 

In 2022, the inaugural international Ceramic Park Sculpture Symposium took place 
at Lopota Lake Resort & Spa in collaboration with the Georgian Ceramic Studio 
“WHITE Studio.”  

Following the success of the first event, the symposium has evolved into an annual 
tradition. The 2023 edition witnessed an expansion in both scope and scale, 
spanning two weeks.  Artists from Georgia and around the world, representing nine 
different countries, converged in the picturesque setting of Kakheti to craft new 
ceramic masterpieces. 

These creations were sculpted and painted live, providing an immersive experience 
for the attending guests. The resulting works now adorn the landscape at Lopota.  

The symposium also featured artists’ workshops and master classes, enriching the 
experience for guests. As we approach May 2024, Lopota is poised to once again host 
this artistic gathering, bringing together talented artists from diverse corners of the 
world. 

 

The cornerstone of the symposium is our ultimate wish to establish the first outdoor museum in Georgia 

and through gathering talented people, contribute to various art fields’ further 

development. The sculptures made under the Caucasus mountains, surrounded by 

deep forests and in the welcoming atmosphere of Lopota, will be seen and 

appreciated by people from all around the world. 

 

 

The symposium is based on a passionate idea that was born many years ago. The wish 

to decorate Lopota with ceramic sculptures belonged to Goga Maisuradze - the 

resort’s late founder. The symposium will take place annually and give birth to 

magnificent creations in his memory.  

 

Lopota Lake Resort & Spa, known for its handcrafted hospitality, embarked on a journey to enhance the 

region’s touristic dimension in 2008 with a single modest cottage. Today, from 231 rooms 

to various recreational facilities, to gyms and spas and restaurants, adventure activities like horse riding, 

cycling and fishing, it’s a true microcosm of its kind.

Things artists need to take into account:

            A- Main Material used in our Symposium: 

Ceramic Symposium consists of works of art with ceramic works. 

The Symposium’s main material is stoneware (or Chamotte ) which has 1100-1150 degrees and 

fired color is.  

The materials will be provided by Sponsors.  

Please take your favorite tools with you. 

       B- Special Material Requirements: 

If there are special requirements, the symposium organization team tries to meet these requirements 

as possible. (However, please give details, such as dimensions, weight, color, quantity etc. of the 

required special materials.) 

C- Kilns Specifications: 

There are three 1150-degrees gas kilns with 1m, 0,8 volumes for firing the works, 1 raku kiln
